Small Business Encouragement Act, HR 1663

Provides work opportunity tax credit for small businesses hiring unemployed
individuals.

Small business employers with gross receipts < $20 million, or < 100 full time
employees receive tax credit for hiring unemployed individuals as full-time
employees during 2012 and 2013.

Doubles credit for employers who hire individuals from counties with high
unemployment rates (> 10%)
